 Are other children involved in the information you 

plan on sharing with parents?

 Do you have positive and constructive information to 

share?

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 What do you gain by sharing this information with 

parents?

 What can you do to support the child based on this 

information? What are you already doing?

 Why are you sharing this information right now, 

today? (assuming it does not involve injury to another child)

Proactive Forms of Communication 
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Barriers Still Exist…
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1. Parents have varied knowledge bases on parenting and 

child development

2. Families may not have the resources to make different 

or better choices

3. Parents may be overwhelmed with information and 

expectations
